Then,
you should discuss with the class teacher of your children about
their learning at school. Then, you could find opportunities to

communicale with them. You should give aflirmation to them if

they have worked hard. You could give opportunity for your
children to propose feasible ways to improve themselves if they
gel unsatisfactory results.

Second, we can slarl from a small goal. As a parent, after
understanding your children’s ability, you should not rush to set a
high goal for them. The goal should be set a little higher than the
previous one so that your children can get a small accomplishment
each time and finally build the foundation for a big success in the
future. Aslong as your children are having improvement, you are
encouraged Lo give recognition and aflirmation for them.

Third, we could stimulate your
children’s creativity. Parents could motivate
your children to learn or do something
actively and creatively based on their own
interests. As long as students have their
interest on something, they will learn it
naturally. Parents could encourage your
