In other words, they will work hard to
cherish what they have instead of complaining about what they don't have. No matter what we do or how we
behave, as long as we have a grateful heart,”we can establish a relationship of mutual respect and trust among
others.

How can schools help students develop positive attitudes? Teachers should demonstrate how to cherish what
they have, and the appropriate verbal or non-verbal skills to express their gratitude to jthe people around them
and their students. The school can also arrange some experiential activities or visits se’ that students can experi-
ence the joy and satisfaction of helping others in order to develop an attitude of gratitude in them.
